On this, the 59th birthday of His Royal Highness The Prince Charles, Duke of Rothesay, The Prince's Regiment - The Toronto Scottish Regiment(Queen Elizabeth The Queen Mother's Own), has commissioned one of Canada's leading jewellery artists, Beth  M. Biggs, Instructor in the Jewellery Program at the New Brunswick College of Art and Design, to create a gift for the Prince and the members of his family:  Rothesay Knot Cuff Links a Rothesay Knot Broach and a Rothesay Knot Pendant.

 

It is only fitting that during the year of the 300th anniversary of the 1707 Treaty of the Union between the kingdoms of Scotland and England that the Duke and Duchess of Rothesay are presented with this jewellery bearing this historic Celtic jewellery.

 

Fashioned out of 18 karat yellow and white gold and Cape Breton Lewisonite, cut by the stone’s founder, Monty Lewis, the Rothesay Knot jewellery, much like the title "Duke of Rothesay", is steeped in history.   

 

While the exact origin of the Rothesay Knot is unknown, it is worth noting that it was recorded as being present on at least two prominent Scottish castles dating back to the 16th century: Dupplin Castle in Strathearn, Perth and Kinross, and Carnasserie Castle in Kilmartin.

 

Similar to Rothesay Castle on the Isle of Bute, the Rothesay Knot is circular in pattern. The Celtic knot work is also punctuated with four distinct points into the centre of the design - much like the four turrets of the 8th century castle. 

 

But the symbolism of the Rothesay Knot is not only historic in nature. The Celtic design can also represent the circular, interconnectivity of today's global world. 

 

And it seems only too appropriate to present this to a royal who has consistently demonstrated his commitment to the betterment of the planet as a whole. For decades, His Royal Highness has been a champion of countless causes.  He has strived to help draw attention to relevant issues that concern many around the globe.

 

Because of his dedication to tradition and his prominent place in history, combined with his unwavering commitment to the global interconnectivity of the future, it is most sincerely hoped that His Royal Highness The Prince Charles, Duke of Rothesay will enjoy this most symbolic gift as he celebrates entering his 60th year.
